Gunma University is located approximately 100 km northwest of Tokyo.

The university is composed of 4 faculties : Education, Social and Information
Studies, Medicine, and Science and Technology. Currently, 6,482 students
are enrolled, including 278 international students. Of these 278 students
from overseas, 155 enrolled in the School of Science and Technology, 61 in
the Medical Faculty, 38 in the Social and Information Studies Faculty, and 23
in the Education Faculty. There are also 34 foreign exchange students from
sister universities overseas studying on the campuses. (As of April 1,2018)
